The Mecklenburg County Sheriff’s Office hosted a Mock DWI
fatality at Charlotte Catholic in April. The event was designed to
reinforce the message that drinking and driving can be a fatal
combination. The demonstration took place two weeks before
Charlotte Catholic’s prom. The two coordinators were Officer
Matt Bazluki, ‘95, from the Mecklenburg County Sheriff’'s
Office, and Captain Jim Dedmon, ‘78, from the Charlotte Fire
Department.

Students entered Keffer stadium to see a two-vehicle car crash.
Occupants of one of the vehicles were all impaired and one from
each vehicle was deceased. Students listened to radio traffic
from responding agencies and watched as emergency services
were put into action. The Sheriff’s Office arrived at the scene
first and initiated calls for the NC State Highway Patrol,
Incident Management Assistance Patrol, Charlotte Fire
Department, Mecklenburg EMS Agency and Med Center Air.

Students left the stadium, walking around a hurse provided by
McEwen Funeral Service, and a likeness of the “Grim Reaper,
which was provided by the NC Alcohol Law Enforcement.
Dellinger Wrecker provided the wrecked vehicles.
